Andy Warhol
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Andy Warhol was a Pop Artist.

He used a technique called 
screen printing to create lots of 

prints that look the same.

He often changed the colours of 
the pictures.



Making Patterns
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Andy Warhol often 
used very bright 

colours in his work.

He used repeated 
images to make 

patterns.
